Hello Husky Families,

One of the benefits of having full-time
counseling services at Hilltop is that your
students receive monthly guidance lessons in
their classrooms. Each grade level receives
lessons on how to recognize and report
bullying, how to be an up-stander, and ways to
maintain personal safety. Primary grades (K-3)
receive other lessons which include conflict
resolution (Kelso's Choices), emotional
management, mindfulness, and character
building lessons on friendship, empathy, and
self-confidence. Intermediate grades (4-6)
receive reviews of the previous lessons as well
as stress management, coping strategies,
growth mindset, and more extensive
discussions on ways to maintain safety. Sixth
graders also receive transitional support for
middle school.

We are so pleased to be able to offer these
lessons. This is a wonderful way for us to
become familiar with all students. Our goal is
not only to support their social-emotional
education, but also to build connections with
every student so that we are viewed as a
resource should they need extra emotional
support at school.We also look forward to
meeting many of you and remaining connected
through email or phone.
